Before guests arrived, our guides hit the water to scout and fine-tune the boats. Early
signs pointed to a strong chinook run—and the first guests reaped the rewards. Calm,
sunny weather allowed for offshore halibut and bottom fishing, making for one of the
best starts in recent memory.
Though weather systems later pushed us into more sheltered waters, our guides
adapted quickly. Productive fishing continued, with the largest chinook weighing in at
28 Ibs and several halibut that taped out to the allowable 102 cm limit.

FFisheries Update

Starting June Ist, new chinook regulations are in effect:
1 chinook per day, 2 in possession. This conservation
measure supports the long-term health of local stocks.
Coho salmon are expected to arrive soon, with standard
limits in place.

The coho make
their way through our waters and ferociously attack bait balls and trying to put as
much weight on them as possible before their spawning ritual at their native river.

We luckily intercepted them on the water and put some bends into the fishing rods.
A combo of coho and late-season chincok that are filtering through on their way
down south make for happy guests and full fish boxes.

Halibut report

Halibut fishing is at its prime in August. The ocean is full of life and in turn, the
halibut are active. Lots of halibut are plentiful at certain locations and take no
time to find what you are looking for.

On the other hand, occasionally if you put the time in and it all comes together,
larger halibut can be found. We have had several that taped out right at the
maximum of 126 cm and weighed in the lower 60Ib class.

On June 23rd, the Chinook closure came into effect, and we have
switched our focus to Coho fishing. Fortunately, our guides have
been able to locate where the Cohos are hanging out which
enabled the guests to take home fresh salmon. The average size
is 6-9Ibs at this time of the year but it doesn't take long to fill a
box up as the limit is 8 per person/trip.

We continue to practice safe handling where Chinooks have
been caught and released as we look for the Cohos.

Halibut report

Halibut fishing have been
strong in the local water
surrounding the lodge but
offshore has been great.
The size limit of 126cms
generally means that a
halibut will be in the 55Ib
range. As smaller salmon
enter the waters, halibut
fishing will continue to
improve.

Wildlife Alert...

AN UNUSUAL SIGHT TO SEE

wildlife has been abundant with orcas,
humpbacks, sea lions and bears on the
shorelines. The orca whales will remdin in
the area primarily for the next couple of
weeks until they move on, following the
chinook salmon down south. The
humpbacks on the other hand will be in the
Dixon Entrance area for the rest of the
summer feeding on the abundant supply
of bait fish.

Fishing started off a bit slow compared to what we have seen in the
past for the early season. That being said, there was a beautiful 40 Ib.
chinook caught on the first trip by one lucky angler. As we progressed

toward the end of May, consistant daily results were evident on the

dock with plenty of springs averaging 15-20 |bs. Most of the salmon
fishing takes place close to the lodge at this time of year.

Halibut report
B NEW LIMITS SET BY

FISHERIES

The reef has been producing lots
of halibut already when the
boats were out there on the

calmer days. If the weather is
rough, there are plenty of local
spots that our guides know to
anchor up for some early season
halibut.

The halibut size limits are
set to one a day, either 1
under 85 cms (up to 2
per trip) or 1 over 85 cms
up to 126 cms for trip
limit.
